A recent published report commissioned by ASID through CIDA to

evaluate examinations sanctioned by CCIDC has some errors we 

would like to set right. The report included a section which summarized 

its findings on the CQRID examination program. Only two issues were 

raised as to verification in regards to the Department of Consumer Affairs 

examination policy. The CQRID is in complete compliance with the 

standards set forth.

Section 139 and The Examination Validation Policy  require that an examination 

be based on a current occupational analysis.  The CQRID completed its first 
occupational analysis in 1990 and the report was published in 1991. In 2001 
the CQRID assembled a committee of subject matter experts to review the results 
of the original analysis findings. The focus group determined the results were still 
current and recommended no changes.

The CQRID is presently conducting a national occupational analysis of professional interior designers. The process began in October 2004 and the data is in the collection/analysis phase.  This occupational analysis is scheduled to be complete 

in June 2005. 
The CQRID is committed to providing tests that access’ abilities to apply knowledge in ways that define safe and effective professional practice. The CQRID will continue to adhere to the Standards for Educational and Psychological Testing (1999) as well as the DCA Examination Validation Policy.
